     In observance of Black History Month, each 1st grade student will research a famous African American and present their findings to the class orally.  The research project is a homework assignment, but let us know if you need assistance with resources or materials. The due date is Monday morning, February 13, 2017.
The person your child is assigned to research is_________________________________. 

Please use the Internet and books or magazines from the school or public library to find information about the person’s life and accomplishments.
What you need to do

1. Help your child do research – look in books/magazines, and /or the internet and find 3-5 details about the person you are researching. Help your child learn the basic facts about the person being researched. Use the attached graphic organizer to record the information.
2. Have your child write, in their own words (not copied) and in best handwriting, a 5-7 sentence paragraph telling about the famous African American.
3. Include your child’s name, the name of the person they are researching, the paragraph on writing paper, and a picture. Encourage your child to be creative!
*Please HELP your child with this project rather than do it all yourself! Students should be prepared to present their research to the class by reading their paragraph.

     Attached is a rubric which will be used to grade the research project.  The student has the opportunity to earn a maximum of 5 points in each category for a maximum of 25 points overall.  We are excited about the presentations, and if you have any questions or concerns regarding the project please don’t hesitate to ask. Remember, the project is due on Monday morning, Feb. 13, 2017.
